	Promoting foreign languages learning as a way to communicate and develop the social skills

	Buts/objectifs du séminaire
	The essence of human interaction is languages and communication. The world that students encounter as adults will be vastly different from the one we know today. The fast development of telecommunications will make the ability to communicate in more than one language a necessity for all future employees.  As the use of language in general is related to social and cultural values, language is considered to be a social and cultural phenomenon. Since every culture has its own cultural norms for conversation and these norms differ from one culture to another, some of the norms can be completely different and conflict with other cultures’ norms. Consequently, communication problems may arise among speakers who do not know or share the norms of other culture. 

Therefore, ”Promoting foreign languages learning as a way to communicate and develop the social skills” Contact seminar, by initiating European co-operation partnerships, aims to :

· contribute to the development of the communication in a foreign language as an ability of expressing and knowledge;

              -     improve motivation of foreign language learning and teaching

· contribute to developing the social skills and interpersonal relations skills  which  are necessary for an active participation of the pupils to the social life;

· impose the communication as a way for either settling or  solving the conflicts ;

-     enable a better co- operation and understanding between the pupils and the teachers;

·  show tolerance, respect and openness towards different opinions, cultures and ethnical – religious contexts.

	The aim of the Seminar is to create partnerships between schools from different European countries. According to the Recommendation of the European Parliament dated 18th December 2006, our objective is to work on Key Competences that are necessary to fully participate to a knowledge-based society. We are particularly interested in “social and civic competences”  that are defined as personal, interpersonal and intercultural competences and cover all forms of behaviour that allow individuals to participate effectively and constructively in the social and working life, as well as in a society that is becoming more and more complex and diverse. 

“Civic competences equip individuals to fully participate in the civic life, and to take decisions that are based on knowledge of social and political concepts and structures and a commitment to active and democratic participation.” 

Projects are expected to be focused on the theme of deliberative democracy, to develop educational strategies and above all to make pupils aware of the importance actively participating in democracy, expressing their own ideas, taking decisions on several topics as respecting the common welfare such as water, energy, environment, elements that are all necessary for the achievement of active citizenship.

Through these projects students should then be able to achieve the required competences for ensuring everybody an active participation in contemporary life.
